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CLIL Implementation, Dissemination, Verification, and Evaluation Methods

CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) is a learning approach originated in Europe that aims to achieve deep learning
in both language and subject areas by engaging students in learning interactively using a foreign language. With its theoretical
affinity to the emphasis on "proactive, interactive, and authentic learning" in the curriculum guidelines for secondary education, CLIL
is expected to be increasingly implemented in more secondary schools. However, there are also several challenges to address. These
challenges include the lack of CLIL-compatible teaching materials and teacher training, as well as the establishment of evaluation
methods. | have been addressing these challenges through textbook writing, workshop planning and implementation, and
collaborative research with secondary schools.

At my previous school, | took charge of curriculum development and materials creation from scratch for CLIL practice. With the
support and advice from experts, | collaborated with my colleagues to implement CLIL, which resulted in various achievements such
as improvements in English proficiency and overall classroom satisfaction. Recognizing these achievements, | was honored to receive
the Minister of Education Award from ELEC and was commended as a representative of the initiative. | consider the specialized
knowledge and practical experience gained through this process as valuable for schools aiming to implement CLIL, thus mentioning
"theory, instructional techniques, and teaching materials for CLIL practice." as technical support skills above.

In terms of evaluating CLIL learning, it can be said that research in this area is not as advanced domestically compared to research on
CLIL implementation. One reason for this is the difficulty English teachers face in evaluating students’ learning on content knowledge
from other subject areas. To address this, | am currently exploring the development of evaluation indicators that use conceptual
knowledge assessment to evaluate learning content, enabling English teachers to more easily engage in content evaluation.
Additionally, | am conducting research on the application of Al-based learning assessment in CLIL to maximize its effectiveness.
